New Dominion Women’s Club

Standing Rules
1. The general meeting of this Club shall be held on a Monday evening of each month as stated in the newsletter, unless otherwise ordered by the Board of Directors.  There will be no general meetings in July and August.

2. Financial Obligations

a. The Board is authorized to pay all bills incurred by the Club.  Expenses over $100.00 must be approved by a voice vote of the general membership.

b. Expenses incurred by club members on behalf of the Club should be submitted with receipts and/or bills to the Treasurer by the end of the club year.  No expenses for social functions will be reimbursed unless prior approval is granted by the Board.

c. The New Dominion Women’s Club may pay registration fees for all members attending district or state meetings.  The Club may pay luncheon expenses for the club president and those whom the Board deem necessary.

i. The Club may pay convention expenses, including registration, meals, room and mileage for all club members serving as district and state officers, or delegates, and the club president.

ii. Delgates to district and state meetings shall be chosen by random selection of those members planning to attend.  Participating delegates shall present a report to the membership.

3. Budget Development

a. An operating budget for the fiscal year will be prepared by the Treasurer and President with input from other officers or members as needed.  This budget will be presented to the Board at the September board meeting, printed in the September newsletter, and voted upon at the September general meeting.

b. A charitable budget with proposals included from committees wishing to make donations to specific organizations will be presented at a Board meeting, printed in a newsletter, and voted upon at a general meeting.

4. Project proposals and Ways and Means projects shall be selected by the following procedure:

a. Ways and Means projects will be presented at a Board meeting.  The Ways and Means project proposal will be presented in toto in the newsletter and projects will be voted upon at the following general meeting.

b. Initial proposals by committee chairmen will be presented at a Board meeting, printed in toto in the newsletter and voted upon at a general meeting.

c. All proposals that require expenditure of funds or participation by the majority of the membership shall be voted upon by the general membership.

5. The Outstanding Member shall be selected by the following procedure:

a. A nominating committee, of at lest three, including the President and any member who has been previously elected as Outstanding Member shall be appointed by the President.

b. The committee shall present names of candidates for Outstanding Member in the May newsletter, along with information about each candidate.  Club members are invited to recommend candidates to the committee.

c. An election by ballot will take place at the May meeting.

d. The committee may nominate the elected candidate as the District Outstanding Member candidate.

6. All past presidents may be invited to attend the annual installation.

7. Honorary membership may be awarded to a person approved by the general membership, for one calendar year, who shall no pay dues for that year.

a. A non-voting member

b. Not eligible to hold office

c. Does receive a newsletter

d. May attend any meeting or social function of the club
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
